Before the courts a recent government official, in naming directors stated regarding 
a provision of the environmental laws as followsΧ.  ά¢Ƙƛǎ section allows me to issue 
an order to any person who causes or permits the discharge of a contaminant. To be 
clear, I am not alleging that the directors and officers in any way caused the 
discharge of the TCE and chromium. However, once the magnitude of the 
contamination and the need for a long-term remediation effort became known, the 
directors and officers ought to have set aside and secured the funds necessary to 
complete the remediation. They did not set aside any amount of funds. They thus 
failed to take the necessary steps to prevent the discharge of contaminants in the 
long-term, which I understand falls under the definition of άǇŜǊƳƛǘέΧ. 
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
